SUMMARY
On January 9, 2002, the  Oakland City Planning Commission voted to send the proposed project to the Special Projects Committee for a more in-depth analysis. At that time, a number of varying issues were identified relating to the number of drive-thru facilities, on and off-site traffic circulation, and public views and access to the abutting San Leandro Creek.  Staff has since met with the project applicant and traffic engineers to discuss mainly the traffic issues that were raised at the Planning Commission Meeting. Minor adjustments have been made to the site plan to address the traffic issues that were raised which include narrowing of two of the driveways to the site, elimination of the fountain and shifting of the main driveway to better align with the center of Bigge Street. 

On creek related issues, the City’s Public Works Engineering Services has provided staff with some preliminary standard requirements for projects adjacent to creeks as part of the creek protection permit application. Based on this initial feedback, it appears that impacts on the creek may not be significant. However staff is waiting to receive official feedback from the public Works Department. Based on staff’s initial consultation with the Alameda County Flood Control Department, no public access would be allowed to the creek right-of-way nor landscaping be allowed within the existing maintenance road in the right-of-way along the creek.
