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On February 6, 2002, the Policies and Procedures Committee discussed KTOP’s re-broadcast schedule of Planning Commission meetings.  This report outlines the main points of those discussions, and is intended to elicit Commission consensus and a recommendation to be forwarded to KTOP.

During the above referenced Policies and Procedures Committee meeting, KTOP representative, Cheryl Fabio-Bradford, indicated that Planning Commission meetings are currently re-played on Saturday afternoons generally at 1:00 p.m., although the time may vary depending on the length of preceding programming.    Discussions ensued regarding the correlation between maintaining a consistent broadcast time slot and building viewership.   Chair Katzoff noted that the current practice of replaying Commission meetings on Saturdays coupled with the varying start time does not provide a great amount of reliability to the public with regards to viewing re-broadcasts of Commission meetings.   Public comments received noted the unpredictable nature of the rebroadcast schedule.

Following discussions regarding staffing and scheduling issues, KTOP staff indicated that providing a regular time slot on Wednesday evening would be possible and would likely improve viewership reliability.  Fabio-Bradford indicated further that if it were the preference of the Planning Commission it would be possible to establish a regular Wednesday evening schedule for both live and re-broadcast of Commission meetings and noted that it could be accomplished in approximately two weeks depending on the scheduling cycle.   Chair Katzoff said that the full Commission would be appraised of this option and that a recommendation would be forwarded to KTOP.

Staff agrees that establishing a regular Wednesday evening schedule for broadcast and rebroadcast of Commission meetings would improve public access and viewership reliability and recommends that the Planning Commission direct staff to forward this request for schedule change to KTOP.
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
