Re: The proposed demolition and redevelopment of 3900 Adeline St

We have lived next door to the building in question for over one year. Our home is a single story 2br. house nestled
among a construction truck yard, a cement cutters equipment yard and the old brick beverage building. Across the street is a
window installers supply yard and an auto shop. After the construction yard and the window folks it is all established single
family homes, and a couple of daycare centers. The neighborhood children play in the street, the icecream truck and the taco
truck make daily visits, and we enjoy our quaint street.

The proposed destruction of the old brick building immediately next door to us brings up a few questions and concerns.

Could the toxic dirt that was found on the Green City Loft project site be underneath this building too?

Is the ground even stable enough for such a big building? In one year our little building has shifted up to 1/4 inch in
some spots and a small spot in our driveway is sinking.

Currently any disruption of the soil in our yard causes an unfathomable number of ants to go on the march. Itj sa
constant battle, even with poisons, to keep them from using our house as a freeway. What will happen if they dig a big hole next
door?

There is a wind eddy that collects the garbage from the intersection of San Pablo, Adeline, and 39t that sweeps all the
trash into our and our neighbors; yard. How much will that trash increase with 101 new neighbors, their guests and the
proposed café?

Considering those 101plus new neighbors, how much will their vehicular traffic with it; s noise, break soot, ground
level ozone, and CO2 increase our immediate air pollution? It is already bad being so close to the freeway.

There is a Bottle Brush tree in our yard that is home to various nesting songbirds. The tree is up against a brick wall
that defines the entire east side of our yard. That wall is the west most wall of the building in question. Knowing that urban
songbird populations are declining we are concerned about the disruption of their nesting.

The building is currently zoned Industrial/Service. It is not zoned residential. We do not support rezoning. 1f the
project were completed, would all 101 new neighbors be ok with the industrial noise: delivery trucks bringing supplies to the
construction yard, window yard, and auto shop; tow trucks bringing cars and big rigs to be worked on at the auto shop; the
pneumatic tool the auto guy uses are loud; the construction guys go in and out all day- that; s a lot of traffic, not including the
parents twice daily picking up their children from daycare. Not to mention behind us on Yearba Buena the cement cutter; s yard
operates at all hours, {°beep beep beepj+ backing their fleet of trucks in and out at 3 or 4am, using loud compressors to hose off
their equipment 24/7? Will the new neighbors mind when they learn therej s a crematorium across the street?

The building in question currently contains a day spa, a classic car shop, 3 wood workers, a computer server site, a hair
salon, a personal trainer, a T-shirt print shop, and 2 or 3 live work units. There is not a single vacant site in the building unlike all
the other new and old buildings in the neighborhood.

Does the neighborhood need another mixed use retail-101 new studio/1brs when there are three similar new buildings,
2 across Adeline and 1 across Yearba Buena, and three more have just broken ground within one block? None of the existing
retail spaces have maintained successful business or even been able to fill the spaces. The residential units are empty or the
people that do live there are already unsuccessfully trying to resell. Even the Arizamendy Bakery on San Pablo by the Oaks Club
wouldn; t have survived without the city of Emeryville subsidizing their rent for a year.

Is it necessary to destroy a building that is so architecturally unique to the era of its construction?

Those are our neighborhood concerns. Now, here are some of our personal concerns regarding privacy, sun and noise.

Currently we have a very private yard and home. Not a single person can see into our house or yard. It is so private
that when our landlord remodeled he installed glass doors and big windows and skylights. It; s so private, we could be nudists



and our neighbors would never know. If not for the before mentioned Bottle Brush tree this would not be the case. The new
three story loft building on Yearba Buena would otherwise be able to see in. Considering that that building is across the street
and set diagonally from us and would be able to see into our home if not for the tree, how will a 4 story building next door not
impede our privacy, even with the proposed step-back?
All these single story buildings around us allow for a sunny yard. We are concerned about loosing our sun, especially
in the winter.

With 101 new neighbors and their guests, no one can even try to argue against and increase in noise from music,
talking, television, auto activity and the garage door.
