


Urban Residential Zones - RU-1, RU-2, & RU-3 
Permitted Density and Development Standards 

Permitted Density 

Height Regulations* 

Reduced Setbacks for Small Lots (< 4,000 sf) 

Existing Proposed 
R-50 30’ RU-1 40’ 

  
R-60 40’ RU-2 50’ with step-back requirements over 35’ if adjacent to 

lower density residential zones  
  

R-70 40’ base height (Additional height allowed if por-
tions of the building over 40’ are stepped-back to 
provide light and air access.  Therefore, the only 
constraint to the overall height of a building is the 
lot size, there is no specified height limit) 

RU-3 60’ with step-back requirements over 35’ if adjacent to 
lower density residential zones (up to 90’ w/ CUP; findings 
may include: requirement for the parcel to be of a certain 
size, adjacent to a wide street, compatible with height and 
historic context of surrounding buildings, among others. 
Step-backs required once over 40’.) 

Existing Proposed 
R-50 Lots >10,000 sf: 

1,500 sf/ unit 
RU-1 (“R-50 plus”) 1,100 sf/ unit 

R-60 800 sf/ unit RU-2 800 sf/ unit 
R-70 450 sf/ unit RU-3 450 sf/ unit

R-36 < 4,000 sf or 
< 40 feet wide 

Mx Hsg Type &

Unit Zones 

< 4,000 sf or 
< 40 feet wide 

< 3,000 sf or 
< 35 feet wide

Existing 
Setbacks for 
Small Lots  
(R-36 Zone) 

*Along all of the City’s major corridors (RU-4 and RU-5 and in all commercial corridor zones), height and bulk is proposed to 
be regulated by a separate height/intensity map that is not linked to the base zone but rather by local context.
