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The use classification scheme in the existing Code is uncommon, in that a series of activity types (uses) and facility types (structures) are listed for each base district. Activity types are defined by the effects the activity will have on other uses. This approach is complicated by 3 factors. First, the scheme includes 2 separate lists of permitted and conditional activity types (uses) and facility types (structures), and not just a series of activities. Second, the permitted and conditional activities and facilities are listed separately by type, making it difficult to determine the actual activities and facilities permitted in each district. Finally, the use classification scheme is based on common functional characteristics and compatibility, an approach less effective and less understood than one based on related uses.

A new expanded and inclusive use classification system is used here to regulate land uses. This system also integrates, where appropriate, use categories from the new North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS). These categories are based on the types of production activities performed, and are intended to define and classify newer land uses and reflect recent planning trends.

Purpose

Use classifications describe one or more uses of land having similar characteristics, but do not list every use or activity that may appropriately be within the classification.  Division II: Base District Regulations, and Division III: Overlay District Regulations, of Title 22 rely on these defined use classifications and specify in separate schedules the land uses permitted, uses subject to specific limitations, and uses requiring approval of a conditional use permit.

Uses Not Classified

The Director shall determine whether a specific use shall be deemed to be within one or more use classifications or not within any classification in this Chapter. The Director may determine that a specific use shall not be deemed to be within a classification, whether or not named within the classification, if its characteristics are substantially incompatible with those typical of uses named within the classification.

Residential Use Classifications

Adult Day Care Home.  A home which provides supervision and non-medical care to six or fewer adults, including elderly persons, in the provider’s own home, on a less than 24-hour basis.

Child Family Day Care Homes

Small Family Day Care.  A residence licensed by the State of California Department of Social Services where an occupant of the residence provides care and supervision for 8 or fewer children, including children under the age of 10 years who reside in the home.

Large Family Day Care.  A residence licensed by the State of California Department of Social Services where an occupant of the residence provides care and supervision for 9 to 14 children, including children under the age of 10 years who reside in the home.

Emergency Shelters.  Short term housing for individuals who are homeless and who may require special services due to an emergency situation.

Group Residential.  Shared living quarters designed for or occupied by residential use by persons who are not living together as a household, and quarters without separate kitchen and/or bathroom facilities for each room or unit.  This classification includes convents, dormitories, fraternities, and sororities, which are not located on the grounds of a public or private college; but excludes Rooming House/Residential Hotel/Single Room Occupancy accommodations, Hospitals, Residential Care Facilities, Non-Permanent Residential Facilities, Service-Enriched Housing, and Transitional Housing.

Non-Permanent Residential.  The occupancy of living accommodations partly on a weekly or longer basis and partly for a shorter period of time.  This category can include Rooming Houses/Residential Hotels/SROs that are used or intended to be used as a temporary place or residence for sleeping for a period of time less than 30 days.  This category excludes Hotels and Commercial Lodging uses.

Permanent Residential.  The occupancy of longer term living accommodations with none of the living units under the same ownership or management on the same lot being occupied on a shorter basis; but excluding institutional living arrangements other than state-licensed Small Residential Care Facilities for six or fewer residents including family foster care homes. 

Multiple Family Residential.  A building, group of buildings, or portion of a building that contains 3 or more dwelling units.  Types of multiple family dwellings include triplexes, multiplexes, garden apartments, and high-rise buildings. 

Single Family Residential.  A freestanding building designed for occupancy by one household.  Occupancy may include not more than three boarders, roomers or lodgers if access to all rooms is through the main entrance of the dwelling. 

Single Family with Secondary Dwelling.  A primary dwelling designed for occupancy by one household with one secondary unit, also designed for occupancy by one household. 

Two Family Residential.  A single building that contains two dwelling units, or a single lot with two freestanding buildings, each of which is designed for occupancy by one household.

Rooming House/Residential Hotel/Single Room Occupancy (SRO) Hotel.  A building, group of buildings, or portion of a building that contains sleeping rooms used or intended to be used as a permanent place of residence for sleeping for a period of 30 consecutive days or more. 

Residential Care Facilities, Large.  All State-licensed residential care facilities that provide 24-hour primarily non-medical care and supervision for seven or more persons.  This category includes occupancy of living accommodations by disabled persons, elderly persons, or persons in need of support services for chemical dependency recovery; or a family foster care home; or occupancy of any facilities supervised by or under contract with the State Department of Corrections, but excludes Adult Day Care Facilities. 
Residential Care Rooming Facilities.  Residential care facilities for more than six residents who do not live together as a generic family, and containing rooming units.

Residential Care Apartment Facilities.  Residential care facilities for more than six residents who do not live together as a generic family, and containing dwelling units.

Residential Care Facilities, Small.  Residential care facilities for six or fewer residents, and residential care facilities for more than six residents who live together as a generic family.

Service-Enriched Housing.  Permanent housing in which residents are tenants who live independently and have access to various voluntary support services, such as health, mental health, education and employment/training services. These services may be provided on-site and/or off-site. If support services are also offered on-site to off-site residents, the support services component will be classified and regulated as hospitals and clinics or other appropriate classification. 

Service-Enriched Housing Rooming Facilities.  Service-enriched housing containing rooming units.

Service-Enriched Housing Dwelling Facilities.  Service-enriched housing containing a dwelling unit or units.

Transitional Housing. All types of “transitional housing programs” as defined by the State of California, which are designed to assist persons in obtaining skills necessary for independent living in permanent housing and which have all of the following components: 

1. Support services programs that include regular individualized case management services and may include alcohol and drug abuse counseling, self-improvement education, employment and training assistance services, and independent living skills development.

2. Use of a living unit by a resident in a structured living environment, which use is conditioned upon compliance with the transitional housing program rules and regulations.

3. A rule or regulation which specifies an occupancy period of not less than 30 days, but not more than 24 months.

If support services are also offered on-site to off-site residents, the support services component will be classified and regulated as Hospitals and Clinics or other appropriate classification.

Transitional Housing Rooming Facilities.  Transitional housing containing rooming units.

Transitional Housing Dwelling Facilities.  Transitional housing containing one or more dwelling units.

Community and Institutional Use Classifications

Adult Day Care Facilities.  Facilities, other than adult day care homes, which provide non-medical care and supervision on a less than 24-hour per day basis.  This classification includes day care for adults and elderly persons, including social day care facilities.

Cemeteries.  Burial grounds for the interment of the dead. This classification includes columbaria and mausoleums, but does not include crematories, or mortuaries which are classified as Undertaking. (See also Undertaking, Funeral and Interment Services). 
Child Day Care Facilities (Day Care Centers).  Facilities, other than Child Family Day Care Homes, which provide non-medical care, protection and supervision, to children under 18 years of age, on a less than 24-hour basis.  This classification includes infant centers, nursery schools, preschools, extended day care facilities, and any other day care facility licensed or certified by the State of California.

Clubs or Lodges.  Meeting, recreational, or social facilities of a private or nonprofit organization primarily for use by members or guests.  This classification includes union halls, social clubs, and youth centers.

Colleges, Public or Private.  Institutions of higher education providing curricula of a general, religious, or professional nature, typically granting recognized degrees, including conference centers, on-site housing for students and faculties in dormitories and other group living quarters, and academic retreats associated with such institutions. This classification includes business and computer schools, management training, technical and trade schools, but excludes personal instructional services. 

Cultural Institutions.  Institutions engaged primarily in the performing arts or in the display or preservation of objects of interest in the arts or sciences that are open to the public on a regular basis. This classification includes performing arts centers for theater, dance, and events, museums, historical sites, art galleries, libraries, aquariums, observatories, and zoos and botanical gardens. 

Educational Research and Development.  Facilities engaged in industrial or scientific research and product development of an educational nature and associated with a recognized public or private educational institution, but not including the controlled production of high technology electronic, industrial or scientific products or commodities for sale.

Government Offices and Facilities

Large-Scale.  Government facilities and installations occupying more than 25,000 square feet of space, including correctional institutions established under California State law and major mail processing facilities. 

Small-Scale.  Administrative, clerical, or public contact offices of a government agency occupying less than 25,000 square feet of space, including neighborhood-scale postal offices, together with incidental storage and maintenance of vehicles.
Hospitals, Clinics, and Health Care Service Centers.  State-licensed facilities providing medical, surgical, psychiatric, or emergency medical services to sick or injured persons.  This classification includes facilities for in-patient or out-patient treatment, including programs as well as training, research, and administrative services for patients and employees.  Specific types include:

Emergency Care Facilities.  Facilities providing emergency medical service on a 24-hour basis with no provision for continuing care on an inpatient basis (e.g. setting broken bones, treating lacerations, or tending to patients suffering injuries as a result of accidents, trauma, or medical conditions necessitating immediate medical care).

Acute Care Facilities.  Facilities providing services to patients (on the basis of physicians’ orders and approved nursing care plans) who are in an acute phase of illness but not to the degree which requires the concentrated and continuous observation and care provided in emergency care centers.  Facilities provide 24-hour inpatient care, including medical, nursing, surgical, anesthesia, laboratory, radiology, pharmacy, and dietary services.

Primary Care Clinics.  Primary care clinics offer a wide range of services which include general medicine, preventive care, immunizations, family planning, perinatal care, HIV testing and counseling, dental care, substance abuse treatment,  and mental health services.  This classification does not include Medical Offices.

Skilled Nursing Facilities.  Health facilities or a distinct part of a hospital that provides continuous skilled nursing and supportive care to patients whose primary need is for availability of such care on an extended basis.  It provides 24-hour inpatient care and, as a minimum, includes physical therapy, skilled nursing, dietary, pharmaceutical services and an activity program.  This classification includes convalescent hospitals.

Other Hospitals and Health Care Service Centers.  Any other hospitals or health care service center licensed by the State.  This classification can include facilities for in-patient treatment for rehabilitation and physical care, acute psychiatric care, chemical dependency and substance abuse.

Parks and Recreation Facilities. Noncommercial parks, playgrounds, recreation facilities, and open spaces. This classification includes community centers, playing fields, courts, gymnasiums, swimming pools, picnic facilities, public and private marinas, as well as related food concessions and marine services.

Public Maintenance Facilities. Facilities providing maintenance and repair services for public vehicles and equipment and areas for storage of equipment and supplies. This classification includes corporation yards, equipment service centers, and similar facilities.

Public Safety Facilities. Facilities for public safety and emergency services, including facilities that provide police and fire protection including training facilities.  This classification does not include Ambulance Services.

Religious Assembly. Facilities for religious worship and other religious ceremonies with incidental religious education, offices, social services, and community programs but not including private schools.

Schools, Public or Private. Facilities for educational and/or classroom purposes operated by public or private educational institutions offering a general course of study at primary, middle, or high school levels, including study centers, vocational and trade programs that are incidental to the operation of such schools.

Commercial Use Classifications

Adult Business Establishments.  Establishments whose preponderant business is the offering of materials, products, and/or services that have sexual arousal, sexual gratification and/or sexual stimulation as their dominant theme.  This classification does not include any establishment offering professional services conducted, operated, or supervised by medical practitioners, physical therapists, nurses, chiropractors, psychologists, marriage and family counselors, or osteopaths, with licenses or certificates under applicable California State law or accreditation from recognized programs when performing functions pursuant to the respective license or certificate.  (See also Massage Establishments and Massage Services).

Alcoholic Beverage Sales.  The retail sale of liquor, beer, wine, or other alcoholic beverages, for on or off-premises consumption, but excluding Full Service Restaurants.

Ambulance Services.  Administrative facilities for emergency medical care, including the provision of transportation services and incidental storage and maintenance of vehicles.

Animal Sales and Services.  Retail sales, boarding, training, grooming and/or medical care for small animals on a commercial basis.  This classification does not include dog walking and similar pet care services that are not carried out at a fixed location. 


Animal Hospitals/Veterinary Services.  Establishments where small animals receive medical treatment, surgical treatment, shelter and care on a commercial basis.  This classification includes only facilities that are entirely enclosed.  Grooming and boarding of animals is included if accessory to the hospital use.


Animal Sales and Grooming.  Retails sales of domestic within an entirely enclosed building.  This classification includes bathing and trimming services and boarding of domestic animals.

Horse Stables.  Establishments offering horse boarding and which may include instruction in horseback riding.  This classification includes rings and exercise areas.


Kennels.  Buildings or other enclosures used to confine, feed, exercise, show or provide shelter, for five or more cats or dogs, ten weeks of age or older, on a commercial basis.  Animal Hospitals are specifically excluded from the classification. 

Automobile/Vehicle/Equipment Sales and Services.

Automobile/Vehicle/Equipment Sales, Leasing and Rental.  Sale, lease, or rental of new or used automobiles, motorcycles, light trucks, and similar equipment, including storage and incidental maintenance.  Light trucks are trucks and similar vehicles with single rear axles and single rear wheels.  (See also Truck Repair, Refueling, and Other Heavy Vehicle Sales and Service).

Automobile Rental and Leasing.  Rental or leasing of automobiles, including storage and incidental maintenance.  This classification includes taxi or limousine service.

Automobile Washing.  Washing, waxing, or cleaning of automobiles or similar light vehicles.

Automobile  (26)Automobile/vehicle/equipment sales and services.tc \l 0 "5"
Gas Station and Other Light Vehicle Service.  Establishments engaged in the retail sale of gas or diesel fuel, lubricants, parts, and accessories, including gasoline service stations, gas convenience marts, and quick-service oil, tune-up, brake and muffler shops, smog checking facilities, where repairs are made in enclosed bays and there is no uncovered storage of vehicles overnight.  This classification excludes uses providing engine repair, body and fender work, vehicle painting, towing or repair of heavy trucks or construction vehicles.  (See also Truck Repair, Refueling, and Other Heavy Vehicle Sales and Service).


With Convenience Market.  Gasoline sales in conjunction with convenience markets.  (See also Food and Beverage Sales, Convenience Market). 

Automobile Repair and Other Major Vehicle Service.  Repair of automobiles, light trucks, motorcycles, and similar vehicles including the sale, installation, and servicing of related equipment and parts. This classification includes auto repair shops, body and fender shops, glass replacement, transmission repair, wheel and brake shops, engine repair and rebuilding, welding, major painting service, tire sales and installation, and upholstery shops, but excludes vehicle dismantling or salvage and tire re-treading or recapping.  (See also 

Banks and Other Financial Institutions.  Establishments that provide retail banking, credit, and mortgage services to individuals and businesses. This classification includes banks and savings and loan establishments, check cashing, and currency exchange outlets.

Bed and Breakfast Establishment.  A facility that is the owner’s personal residence where lodging and meals are provided for transient paying guests. 

Building Materials Sales and Services.  Retailing, wholesaling, or rental of building supplies or construction equipment.  This classification includes lumber yards, tool and equipment sales or rental establishments, and building contractors’ offices with indoor storage, but excludes contractors’ yards with outdoor storage and establishments devoted exclusively to retail sales of paint and hardware. 

Business Services.  Establishments providing building maintenance, document delivery, mail receiving and boxes, graphic arts, drafting, blueprinting, typesetting, copying, desktop publishing and photographic services.  This classification excludes maintenance and repair and accounting, advertising, architectural design, city planning, environmental analysis, insurance, interior design, investment, landscape design, law, management consulting, title companies, and real estate offices. 

Catering Businesses. Preparation and delivery of food and beverages for offsite consumption without provision for onsite pickup or consumption. (See also Eating and Drinking Establishments.)

Convention Center.  A commercial facility used for assemblies or meetings of the members or representatives of a group. This classification does not include Clubs and Lodges or other meeting facilities of private or non-profit groups that are primarily used by group members or if ancillary to a hotel.

Eating and Drinking Establishments.  Businesses that are primarily engaged in serving prepared food and/or beverages for consumption on or off the premises.

Full Service.  Restaurants providing food and beverage services to patrons who order and are served while seated (table service), and pay after eating.  Only a minor proportion, if any, of the food is sold for consumption off-premises.

Limited Service.  Restaurants providing food and beverage services to patrons that order and pay before eating.  Food and beverages may be consumed on the premises, taken out, or delivered.  Seating for on-premises consumption is usually limited and no table service is provided. This classification includes cafeterias, cafes, and snack bars that offer a limited menu of prepared food and beverages in disposable containers with a substantial proportion sold for consumption off-premises, but does not include pizza delivery, delicatessens, bakeries, specialty food stores, vehicular food sales, and other similar food and beverage sale establishments.

Fast Food.  Restaurants that meet the definition of Limited Service in addition to typically having substantial interior floor area for a high capacity of customer queuing; being located within a freestanding structure with exclusive on-site parking lot; and including a Drive-Through facility.

Vehicular Food Service.  Food services that meet the definition of Limited Service, except that it involves the sale of ready-to-consume prepared foods from mobile catering trucks on private property on a semi-permanent basis during hours of operation.

Carry Out Service.  An establishment that serves food or non-alcoholic beverages for immediate consumption but provides no seating or other physical accommodations for consumption on the premises.  This category excludes delicatessens, bakeries, and other specialty food shops and also excludes grocery stores and other small establishments that offer a sizeable assortment of fresh fruits and vegetables and fresh-cut meat. 

With Drive-Through Facilities.  Service from a building to persons in vehicles through an outdoor service window.
With Live Entertainment.  Musical, theatrical, song or dance, pantomime, scene, or performance for the purpose of amusing a guest or patron, on a scheduled basis more than 3 times a calendar year, regardless of whether the performers are compensated.

With Outdoor Seating.  Provision of outdoor dining facilities on the same property or in the adjacent public right-of-way.

Food and Beverage Sales.  Retail sales of food and beverages for offsite preparation and consumption.  Typical uses include supermarkets, specialty food stores, delicatessens, and grocery stores that offer a sizeable assortment of fresh fruits and vegetables.  This category also includes large-scale stores that sell food items and beverages in bulk. (See also Alcoholic Beverage Sales and Automobile Gas Station with Convenience Market)


Convenience Market.  Retail sales of food and beverages primarily for offsite preparation and consumption, and small personal and household convenience items.  These establishments typically have long or late hours of operation and occupy a relatively small building.  This category excludes all uses categorized as Food and Beverage Sales and establishments that may have a sizable assortment of fresh produce and fresh-cut meat.  (See also Alcoholic Beverage Sales)

Home Improvement Sales and Services.  Retail sales, rental and related services of hardware, plumbing, electrical, heating, air conditioning, building supplies, tools and equipment, plants and garden products, patio furniture, swimming pools, spas and hot tubs, lighting fixtures, kitchen and bathroom fixtures and cabinets, paint, carpeting, floor coverings or wallpaper.

Hotels and Commercial Lodging.  Establishments offering transient lodging on a less than monthly basis which may provide additional services, such as conference and meeting rooms, restaurants, bars, or recreation facilities available to guests or to the general public. This classification includes motor lodges, motels, hostels, extended stay hotels, and tourist courts but does not include Rooming Houses/Residential Hotels/Single Room Occupancy hotels that are used, designed, or intended to be used for sleeping for a period of 30 consecutive days or longer. 

Gambling Facilities.  Establishments where games of chance and similar activities are operated or carried on for the return of money, cash, prizes, or anything that could be redeemed for money, cash, or prizes. 
Joint Living and Working Quarters

Class I – Live/Work Unit.  A commercial or industrial unit with incidental residential accommodations that includes adequate working space reserved for commercial or industrial use and regularly used for such purpose by one or more persons residing in the unit and a cooking space and sanitary facilities in conformance with applicable building standards. Up to 50 percent of the gross floor area may be reserved for and primarily used as living space.

Class II – Work/Live Space for Arts Activities or Other Work Activities.  A commercial or industrial unit with incidental residential accommodations for not more than four persons maintaining a common household of one or more rooms or floors in a new building specifically designed for such space or a building originally designed for commercial or industrial occupancy that includes adequate working space reserved for arts activities or other work activities and regularly used for such purpose by one or more persons residing in the unit and a cooking space and sanitary facilities in conformance with applicable building standards. Up to 30 percent of the gross floor area may be reserved for and primarily used as living space.

Laboratory, Commercial.  Medical or dental laboratory services or photographic, analytical, or testing services in an establishment.

Maintenance and Repair Services.  Establishments providing repair services for small business and household goods, such as household appliances, computers, television, audio or video equipment, office machines, furniture, home and garden equipment, or building maintenance services.  This classification excludes maintenance and repair of automobiles and other vehicles and equipment. 
Nurseries and Garden Supply Stores.  Establishments engaged in the retail sale of plants grown on the premises or elsewhere, and the sale or rental of garden and landscape materials and equipment.

Offices
Business and Professional.  Buildings or portions of buildings where firms or organizations provide professional, executive, management, or administrative services, such as accounting, advertising, architectural, city planning, computer software consulting, data management, engineering, environmental analysis, insurance, interior design, investment, graphic design, landscape design, law and real estate services as a primary activity. This classification does not include banks and savings and loan associations and offices that are incidental to retail, production, storage, or other activities.

Offices, Medical.  Offices or clinics for doctors, dentists, chiropractors, optometrists, osteopaths, chiropodists, psychiatrists, psychologists or similar medical or mental health professionals as well as practitioners of therapeutic services including, but not limited to herbalists, nutritionists, midwives, physical therapists, and massage therapists.  This classification does not include offices for veterinarians or opticians or medical/dental laboratories incidental to the medical office use.
Parking Facilities.  Lots and garages offering parking to the public when such use is not incidental to another activity.

Pawn Shops.  Establishments engaged in the buying or selling of new or secondhand merchandise and offering loans in exchange for personal property. 

Personal Instructional Services.  Provision of instructional services or facilities, including photography studios, fine arts, crafts, dance or music studios, driving schools, diet centers, reducing salons, martial arts, yoga and fitness studios, but excludes uses classified as Colleges, Public or Private. 

Personal Services.  Provision of recurrently needed services of a personal nature.  This classification includes barber and beauty shops, nail salons, tanning salons, seamstresses, tailors, shoe repair, dry cleaners (excluding plants), self service laundries, and similar uses.

Recreation and Entertainment.  Businesses providing participant or spectator recreation or entertainment.

Large-Scale.  This classification includes large, generally outdoor facilities on sites of two acres or more, although some facilities may be indoor occupying 25,000 square feet or more, including: sports stadiums and arenas; amusement and theme parks; racetracks; golf courses and country clubs; driving ranges; fitness and recreational sports centers, including fitness centers, gymnasiums, handball, racquetball, or tennis club facilities, ice or roller skating rinks, swimming or wave pools; entertainment complexes and theaters; drive-in theaters; bowling centers; miniature golf courses; archery or shooting ranges; riding stables; campgrounds, commercial marinas, and similar facilities but excludes gambling establishments.

Indoor, Small-Scale.  This classification includes small, generally indoor facilities occupying less than 25,000 square feet, although some facilities may be outdoor, including billiard parlors, poolrooms, amusement arcades having more than 3 coin-operated machines, dance halls, and similar uses.

Retail Sales.  Establishments engaged in sales of new and used goods, including, but not limited to drug stores; furniture and home furnishings; electronics and appliances; clothing and shoes; jewelry, luggage and leather goods; sporting goods and hobbies; books, periodicals, music and videos; tobacco sales; department stores; miscellaneous goods, such as florists, office supplies and stationery, gifts and novelties, etc.  This classification includes the retail sale or rental of merchandise not specifically listed under another use classification.

Self Storage.  Establishments offering facilities for personal property storage, including mini-warehouses.

Temporary Sales.  Establishments engaged in temporary or seasonal sales.  Typical uses include Christmas tree lots and pumpkin lots.

Therapeutic Massage Services.  An establishment where manipulative exercises are practiced upon the human body with hands or with the aid of any mechanical or other devices by a medical practitioner, chiropractor, acupuncturist, physical therapist, certified massage therapist, or persons with comparable training.  This classification does not include services described under Adult Business Establishments or licensed medical facilities, athletic clubs, health clubs, gymnasiums, beauty salons, reducing salons, spas, or similar establishments where massage or similar manipulation of the human body is offered as an incidental or accessory service.

Undertaking, Funeral and Interment Services.  Establishments primarily engaged in the provision of services involving the care, preparation or disposition of human dead. Typical uses include funeral parlors, crematories, or mortuaries.

Industrial Use Classifications

Contractor’s Storage.  On or off site contractor’s yard for storage of materials or equipment.

Hazardous Waste Management

Small Scale Transfer and Storage.  Treatment facilities with waste streams small enough to be exempt from manifest requirements as described in California Health and Safety Code, Division 20, Chapter 6.5, Article 6. Wastes from any given generator must not exceed a total volume of 5 gallons or a total weight of 50 pounds.

Industrial Transfer/Storage. Any treatment facility which is not a Small Scale Transfer and Storage Facility or Residual Repository.

Residuals Repositories. Treatment facilities for collection of residual wastes defined as residues from other treatment facilities after treatment, and other irreducible stabilized or detoxified hazardous wastes. 

Manufacturing Industry

Custom.  Establishments primarily engaged in on-site production of goods by hand manufacturing, involving the use of hand tools and small-scale equipment.  This classification includes manufacturing, compounding, processing, assembling, packaging, treatment, or fabrication of handicraft, art objects, and jewelry; cameras and photographic equipment (but excluding film); printing, publishing, and sign-making; custom clothing, pattern-making and sewing garments from precut pieces; professional, scientific, measuring and controlling instruments; musical instruments (but excluding pianos and organs); medical, dental, optical, and orthopedic instruments and appliances, and similar uses.

Limited/Light.  Manufacturing of finished parts or products, primarily from previously prepared material.  This classification includes printing and related support activities; machinery manufacturing; computer and electronic product manufacturing; electrical equipment, appliance, and component manufacturing; transportation equipment manufacturing; furniture and related product manufacturing; and similar uses.

General.  Manufacturing of products from extracted or raw materials, or recycled or secondary materials, or bulk storage and handling of such products and materials.  This classification includes food manufacturing; beverage and tobacco product manufacturing; textile mills; textile product mills; apparel manufacturing; leather and allied product manufacturing; wood product manufacturing; paper manufacturing; chemical manufacturing; plastics and rubber products manufacturing; nonmetallic mineral product manufacturing; primary metal manufacturing; and fabricated metal product manufacturing.

Heavy/Intensive High Impact.  This classification includes explosives manufacturing; petroleum and coal products manufacturing and refining; animal slaughtering; and any manufacturing use with large-scale facilities for outdoor oil and gas storage.

Recycling Collection and Processing Facilities
Intermediate Processing Facility.  A facility that serves as collection point for receiving, processing, storage, and distribution of large quantities of recyclable materials delivered from recycling collection centers or other sources.  Processing of most or all material typically occurs inside a building, using mechanical and/or chemical processing equipment to alter the physical form of incoming material. Processed materials may be stored in outdoor areas prior to sale to manufacturers or other end users. Intermediate processing facilities typically do not trade directly with the public.  This classification excludes facilities that handle or process hazardous materials and solid waste facilities and transfer stations.

Recycling Collection Centers.  A facility for the acceptance of recyclable non-hazardous materials directly from the public by donation, redemption, or purchase.  
Small Collection Center.  Facilities less than 500 square feet in area that generally do not use power driven processing equipment.  Small collection centers may include mobile recycling units, bulk reverse vending machines, kiosk type units, and/or unattended containers placed for the donation of recyclable materials.
Large Collection Center.  Facilities occupying an area of more than 500 square feet that are not operated incidental to a host use and that may have a permanent building.  Large collection centers typically use power driven equipment, primarily to sort and/or density material for shipment to an intermediate processor or other user.  Large collection centers may have a combination of outdoor processing and storage. 
Research and Development.  Establishments primarily engaged in the research, development, and controlled production of high technology electronic, industrial or scientific products or commodities for sale. This classification includes biotechnology firms and manufacturers of nontoxic computer components.

Truck Repair, Refueling, and Other Heavy Vehicle Sales and Service.  Sales, service, repair, fueling, and rental of medium and heavy trucks, truck tractors, construction or agricultural equipment, recreational vehicles, buses, boats, heavy equipment, and similar size vehicles that have gross vehicle weights greater than 4.5 tons including the sale, installation, and servicing of related equipment and parts. This classification includes fueling stations, repair shops, body and fender shops, wheel and brake shops, engine repair and rebuilding, welding, major painting service, tire sales and installation, and upholstery shops, but excludes vehicle dismantling or salvage and tire re-treading or recapping. (b)Automobile service stations. Establishments engaged in the retail sale of gas or diesel fuel, lubricants, parts, and accessories. This classification includes incidental maintenance and repair of automobiles when performed in conjunction with the sale of gas or diesel fuel and vehicle washing, but excludes body and fender work or repair of heavy trucks or vehicles.tc \l 0 "5"
Warehousing and Storage

Indoor Storage.  Storage of commercial goods prior to their distribution to wholesale and retail outlets within an enclosed building.  This classification excludes personal property storage, including Self-Storage (mini-warehouses), and Freight/Truck Terminals and Warehouses.

Outdoor Storage.  Storage of vehicles, shipping containers, bulk farm products, or commercial goods in open lots.  This classification includes operating equipment for warehousing and storage facilities, such as forklifts, pallets and racks.

Salvage/Junk Yards.  Storage and dismantling of vehicles and equipment for sale of parts, including tire re-treading and recapping.  

Oil and Gas Storage.  Includes tank farms and outdoor facilities for the storage of oil and gas.
Wholesaling and Distribution
With Store Facilities.  Facilities for the sale of merchandise and bulk goods at discount prices for individual consumption, including membership warehouse clubs and superstores. 

Non-Store Facilities.  Facilities for indoor or outdoor storage and the non-store retail and wholesale distribution of merchandise and bulk goods, such as electronic shopping, mail-order houses, and other direct-selling establishments. This use classification excludes sale of goods at discount prices for individual consumption.

Transportation Use Classifications

Transportation Facilities
Airports and Heliports.  Facilities for the takeoff and landing of airplanes and helicopters, including runways, aircraft storage buildings, public terminal buildings and parking, helicopter pads, and support activities such as airport operations and air traffic control.

Freight/Truck Terminal and Warehouse.  Facilities for local or worldwide freight, courier, local messenger, and postal services by truck or rail.  This classification includes parking for trucks.

Seaport.  Facilities for freight service and operations by ship.  This classification includes piers, marine terminals, container and break-bulk storage areas, related inter-modal facilities, and support services such as port and harbor operations and navigational services.

Transportation Passenger Terminals.  Facilities for passenger transportation operations. This classification includes rail stations, bus terminals, ferry terminals, urban and regional transit stations, and scenic and sightseeing facilities, but does not include airports, heliports, or seaports.

Truck Weigh Stations.  Facilities for weighing commercial trucks.

Communication and Utilities Use Classifications

Communications Facilities.  Establishments primarily engaged in the provision of broadcasting, recording, and other communication services accomplished through electronic or telephonic mechanisms.  This classification includes radio, television, or recording studios, switching centers, and cable television transmitting stations but excludes facilities that are classified as Major or Minor Utilities and Wireless Communications Facilities.

Wireless Communications Facilities.  Facilities that transmit and/or receive electromagnetic signals including antennas, microwave dishes, communications towers, radio towers, television towers, telephone exchange/microwave relay towers, facilities and equipment used for provision of personal wireless services, and similar structures supporting such equipment as well as equipment, equipment buildings and enclosures, and other accessory development.

Utility, Major.  Generating plants, electrical substations, gas substations, solid waste collection, including transfer stations and materials recovery (recycling processing) facilities with no public drop off, solid waste treatment and disposal, flood control or drainage facilities, water or wastewater treatment plants, and similar facilities of public agencies or public utilities. This classification excludes any activity classified under Hazardous Waste Management.

Utility, Minor.  Public or regulated utility facilities that are necessary to support established uses and involve only minor structures associated with such facilities as electrical distribution lines and underground water and sewer lines.

Agriculture and Extractive Use Classifications

Crop and Animal Raising.  The raising of tree, vine, field, forage, and other plant crops, intended to provide food or fibers, as well as keeping, grazing, or feeding of animals for animal products, animal increase, or value increase.

Mining and Quarrying.  The extraction of metallic and nonmetallic minerals, including sand and gravel pit operations. They include surface mining operations as defined by Section 2735 of the Public Resources Code of the State of California.

Plant Nursery.  The cultivation for sale of horticultural specialties such as flowers, shrubs, and trees, intended for ornamental or landscaping purposes.
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
