C36, Gateway Boulevard Service Commercial:  To create, preserve, and enhance areas with a variety of offices, travel accommodations, and related consumer and business service activities needing visually prominent and attractive locations and abundant vehicular access, and are typically appropriate along wide, landscaped major thoroughfares in areas identified as gateway and coliseum showcase districts of the Land Use and Transportation Element of the Oakland General Plan.
