Specific Purposes

The specific purposes of the Business & Housing Mix District are to:

A. Allow for a mixed use district that recognizes the equal importance of both housing and business.

B. Guide the transition from heavy industry, which generates impacts detrimental to residences, to low impact light industrial and other businesses that can co-exist compatibly with residential development.

C. Encourage the improvement of existing multi-use areas that historically have been developed with a mix of residential and commercial/industrial uses 

D. Encourage the development of housing and neighborhood friendly businesses, with a respect for environmental quality. 

E. Promote the appropriate infill development of small sites (parcels under 4,000 square feet) through flexibility of some development regulations. Allow higher-intensity, innovative development of gateway, freeway-adjacent or larger industrial edge sites, particularly if located near transit. 

F. Create an attractive neighborhood setting that creates a good quality of life for residents as well as for business owners and employees.

Intent 

The intent of the Housing & Business Mix classification is to recognize the equal importance of both housing and business. This classification is intended to guide the transition from heavy industry to low impact light industrial and other businesses while recognizing the potential for protecting and possibly increasing residential development in these areas. Respect for environmental quality, coupled with opportunities for additional housing and neighborhood-friendly business is desired, as well as the transition from industry that generates impacts detrimental to residences.

Due to their central location or proximity to transit corridors and major transportation thoroughfares, some areas can accommodate increased residential development while others are suited for the retention of an existing pattern of low-density single family housing, combined with small businesses and light industrial activities that can compatibly co-exist along with the residential uses.

There are two zoning districts within the Business & Housing Mix Zoning District designation:  BHX-1 and BHX-2.  (Note: the zoning designations have been reversed since the October 30, 2002 edition of this district chapter to reflect the higher residential density and building envelope allowed in what is now called BHX-2.) 

BHX-1 is appropriate to areas designated Housing & Business Mix which are located on the edge of the industrial and heavy commercial areas and which have a variety of both light industrial/commercial as well as typically one and two-family homes.  There are few multi-family buildings in these areas and residential development tends to follow a single-family pattern.

BHX-2 is primarily intended to serve the Housing & Business Mix areas that currently contain a mixture of uses, but which will be moving primarily into more intense residential uses in the future.  BHX-2 allows for increased residential density and flexibility in the development standards, through discretionary design review, to accommodate the evolution of these areas into predominantly urban residential neighborhoods. These areas are located in more central locations within the City and which are located at Oakland’s borders to the north, and which serve as gateways from the cities of Emeryville and Berkeley.

Land Use Regulations

Schedule 22.xx.020 below prescribes the land use regulations for the mixed-use districts. The regulations for each district are established by letter designations as follows:

"P" designates permitted use classifications.  Some permitted uses may also be subject to additional regulations in Chapter 22 (see “Additional Regulations” column next to uses below).

"L" designates use classifications that are permitted, subject to specific limitations noted with number designations listed at the end of the use classification table. Uses may also be subject to regulations prescribed in Chapter 22 (see “Additional Regulations” column next to uses below).
"C" designates use classifications permitted after review and approval of a Conditional Use Permit. These uses are also subject to certain limitations in Chapter 22 (see “Additional Regulations” column next to uses below).  Some uses may also be conditionally permitted subject to the regulations referred to in Chapter 22. 

"--" designates specific uses that are not permitted.

Use classifications are defined in Chapter 26.01: Use Classifications. In cases where a specific land use or activity is not defined, the Director shall assign the land use or activity to a classification that is substantially similar in character. Use classifications not listed in the Schedule below are prohibited. Note the designation of the BHX-1 and BHX-2 title designations has been reversed since the October 30th Zoning Update Meeting & report.

A. Minimum Lot Size
The following exceptions may be permitted to the development regulations for existing legal lots under 4,000 sf subject to an approved Conditional Use Permit:

Front Yard Landscaping & Parking: An exception to the Section J, Driveway, Parking & Garage restrictions, may be permitted with the following findings: 1) the property is not a corner lot 2) incorporation of at least 50% landscaped permeable surface in all street-fronting yards 3) Historical features of the structure are not compromised with the placement of parking.

Side Yard:  3 feet. 

B. Maximum FAR. The FAR only applies to non-residential projects, or projects with a mix of residential and non-residential uses. The maximum FAR may be allowed with approval of a Conditional Use Permit, if the property meets some but not necessarily all of the following criteria:  1) Location within ¼-mile of a BART station or along a major transit corridor; 2) Location on a wide street (4+ lanes), or equivalent public open space; 3) Location of property at a “gateway” to the City 4) Large parcel (over 25,000 sf in lot size).

In order to obtain a Conditional Use Permit, the project must also comply with all applicable design guidelines, including stepback from an adjacent or abutting existing residential use, and be of a contextually appropriate building scale (including height and bulk.

C. Maximum Building Height. Maximum height of 30 feet at front, side and rear setback line. Projections above the maximum height limit are permitted, as prescribed in Section 22.27.070: Exceptions to Height Limits. Maximum height up to 50 feet is allowed in the BHX-2 District with a sky plane of 45 degrees extending from the 30 foot height at the setback line. In BHX 2 district, a project may exceed the 50 foot height limit with a Conditional Use Permit, if the project meets the following findings: 1) taller portions comply with the 45 degree skyplane, or taller portions are located along wide streets (4+ lanes) or adjacent to public open space and 2) additional height does not deprive the adjacent properties of any greater of  privacy, sunlight, or ventilation than would be provided by a design complying with the standards. 
D. Front Yards Exceptions to the front yard setback requirement may be approved through the Design Review process if the project meets the following criteria: 1) window and door openings face the street; and 2) a lesser setback is compatible with the front yard setback pattern in the area; and 3) privacy of any ground floor residential unit is protected. A minimum of 50 percent of the front yard shall be landscaped. (See (N) Site Landscaping below).
E. Interior Side Yards A zero side yard is allowed through the Design Review process for the first 10 feet in height if all the following findings are met:  1) the height of the ground floor projection into the side yard setback does not exceed 10 feet; 2) the adjacent properties would not be adversely impacted by the loss of any privacy, sunlight or ventilation.  Exceptions on uppers floors require a Conditional Use Permit with the finding the project, when viewed in its entirety, would not deprive the adjacent properties of any greater of privacy, sunlight, or ventilation than would be provided by a design complying with the standards. 
F. Corner Side Yards. Ground floor residential shall have a minimum corner side yard setback of one-half of the required front yard setback (5 feet in BHX-2; 7.5 feet in BHX-1). All yards shall be unobstructed and landscaped or paved for vehicular or pedestrian access. Within 50 feet of a zoning district boundary, the setback required shall be that of the adjacent district if a block has 2 or more zoning districts. When a property is located within 50 feet of a zoning district boundary and the boundary is located on the same block as the subject property; the required setback shall be that of the adjacent zoning district. A minimum 50 percent of the corner side setback shall be planted if the zoning district boundary is residential. 

G. Rear Yard.  In the BHX-2 district a zero rear yard is allowed by right for the first 10 feet in height if all the following findings are met:  1) the height of the ground floor projection into the side yard setback does not exceed 10 feet; 2) the adjacent properties would not be adversely impacted by the loss of any privacy, sunlight or ventilation due to the proposed exception.  Exceptions on uppers floors require a Conditional Use Permit, if a finding that the project, when viewed in its entirety, would not deprive the adjacent properties of any greater of  privacy, sunlight, or ventilation than would be provided by a design complying with the standards. 
H. Transparency.   Percentage of transparency is the linear percentage of transparency per linear feet of façade on the ground floor. Views shall be provided by windows, window displays or glass block at least 3 feet deep, or doors in a zone of transparency of between 2 to 8 feet above grade. Building transparency may be reduced by 10 percent where building frontage exceeds 80 feet.

I. Blank Walls. Continuous exterior blank building walls shall be avoided by the use of projections, exterior trim, architectural articulation, or exterior finish textures.

J. Driveway, Parking and Garage Restrictions.  A maximum of 50 percent of the street frontage may be used for parking, garages, or driveways. Garages may not occupy more than 50 percent of the street frontage. No driveway shall exceed 25 feet in width, without obtaining approval from the Engineering Unit of Building Services Division through the Driveway Appeal Process.  Driveway access shall be from a side street or alley wherever possible.  

Exceptions may be made only for substandard lots under 4,000 sf, which may seek approval for front yard parking (See A above)
K. Parking Lot Landscaping and Screening. Shade trees shall be provided at a ratio of 1 tree for every 10 spaces for any development over 25,000 sf.   A minimum of 10 percent of a surface parking lot shall be landscaped accompanied by an irrigation system that is permanent, below-grade, and activated by automatic timing controls. Parking lots located adjacent to a public right of way shall include screening consisting of  a minimum of 5 ft-deep minimum landscape area or a 3 -foot tall opaque, concrete or masonry wall.) (See also Chapter 22.29: Off-street Parking and Loading.)   Chain link fence is prohibited.

L. Pedestrian Walkways. Clearly defined and lighted walkways, at least 4 feet wide, shall be provided between the main building entry and a public sidewalk, separated from on-site circulation and parking areas by landscaping, a change in paving material or a change in elevation. See also Chapter 22.29: Off-street Parking and Loading.

M. Truck Docks; Loading and Service Areas. These facilities may not be located closer than 50 feet from a residential use and shall be located such that trucks do not encroach into the public right of way. Design Review for all new truck docks and loading docks, with public notice, shall be required. 

N. Open Space  150 sf of open space per dwelling unit is required in BHX-2; 200 sq ft in BHX-1. An exception may be allowed in BHX-2 with a Conditional Use Permit.  Findings for approval of the use permit include the following:

1) Dedicated private open space with no dimension less than 7 feet;

2) No less than 75 sf per unit is provided, either in shared public space or dedicated private open space; but in no dimension less than 15 feet;

3) Development of open space is not compromised by intruding stairways and common facilities such as trash receptacles;

4) Private open space (balconies) does not negatively impact the privacy of neighboring residences.
O. Site Landscaping.  All yards shall be unobstructed and landscaped or paved for vehicular or pedestrian access. A minimum of 50 percent of the front yard shall be landscaped. A minimum of 15 percent of the total site shall be landscaped for storm water runoff treatment purposes (this can include any other required landscaping that also serves the purpose of storm water runoff treatment). 

P. Statement of Disclosure for Live-Work Units   

Prior to the lease or sale of any unit: The project sponsor shall ensure that future residents sign a notice acknowledging that they are aware of and accept the possible environmental impacts related to light and custom industrial activities within Housing & Business Mix as regulated through the Industrial Performance Standards and General Performance Standards which may be sited adjacent or proximate to the subject site. The owner of the property shall provide a Statement of Disclosure on the lease or title to all new tenants or owners of the live-work units acknowledging the commercial and industrial character of the district and acceptance of the potential for uses in the area to result in certain off-site impacts at higher levels than would be expected in residential areas. The statement of disclosure shall also state that the tenants may only engage in the activities determined by the relevant General Plan and Zoning Designation. The statement of disclosure shall also state that at least one tenant of each unit shall apply for and maintain a City of Oakland Business Tax Certificate for a business at the project address.  The statement described in this condition of approval shall also be provided to any new owners of the property or any of the new units before a unit or the property is sold.

Review of Plans

All development, including new construction and additions of 20% or greater of the existing gross floor area in the Business & Housing Mix District is subject to design review under the City’s track review system, pursuant to Chapter 21.03: Development Approval Process.
