





















































to one of two off-site pick-up areas, if evacuation is
necessary. Otherwise, parents will given specific
instructions regarding pick-up schedule. (See Tab 8,
“Emergency Preparedness.”)

Finally, the School’s conditional use permit process
consultant has worked with AC Transit to provide
bus routes to Bentley in order to reduce the
number of cars coming to Hiller Dr. These buses
have been available beginning the first day of
school, August 31, 2005, Stops will be either in the
parking lot itself, the Hiller Drive bus stop, or the
Tunnel Road bus stop (immediately at the bottom
of the Firestorm Memorial Garden). School faculty
and staff will be specifically assigned to chaperone
students to and from the bus stops. The Bentley
AC Transit bus service will provide a safe and
secure transportation alternative, (See Tab 5,

“Take the Bus” for bus route maps and schedules.)

8. How many parents are working on

this and how much time is being put into
this effort?

Approximately 7 Bentley School parents are
working on this project, putting in a total of
approximately 20-25 hours/weelk, including
meeting with neighbors on a monthly basis,
preparing information for the City, working with the
School to improve parking, traffic flow, etc,

9. What can parents do at this time?

@ Always be courteous and respectful to all
our neighbors.

@ Follow all of the School’s traffic and parking
rules. (See Tab 2, “Traffic & Parking Rules”)

B Follow directions of administration, faculty, staff
and parent volunteers.

B Be courteous and respectful to administration,
faculty, staff and parent volunteers,

B Volunteer for morning or afternoon traffic

direction,"No U-turn” sign-holding duty at Hiller
Road and North Hill Court (Kaiser School
intersection), and car door opening duty for the
2005~2006 academic year. We need as many
volunteers as possible so that traffic flow during
the peak times is as efficient as possible. A
minimum of 7 people per day are needed.
Parents can help during the morning drop-off
by being mindful of the need to pull all the way
forward into the parking lot, of the need to stay
in the car and keep the engine running, and of
the need to have children be as ready as possible
to “spring” out of the car. (See Tab 2, “Traffic &
Parking Rules .”) Every moment matters, and
everything the children can do to have their
jackets on, backpacks at the ready and kisses
and goodbyes given, can help. Parents can also
help by not getting out of their cars in the
parking lot during morning drop-off and by
minimizing trunk use for backpacks.

Alameda County residents can encourage their
children to take an AC Transit bus to the Hiller
Campus. Contra Costa County residents can
have their children take the Michael's Transpor-
tation bus to the Hiller campus. (See Tab 5,
“Take The Bus” for route maps and information.)

Parents can carpool to school with a neighbor.
Call Linda Van Winkle, (Assistant to the Lower
& Middle School Heads at 510-843-2512, ext.
2440), if you are interested in finding out which
families live nearby.

Parents can (and must) park in either the Hiller
Drive and the Tunnel Road lots before parking
on the street after 3:30pm on school days and
during weekend events at the School.

Each time you come to school by car, the
School encourages you to think:"How can |
make my car; my trip to school, less likely to
have an impact on the neighborhood?"
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10. How are we doing on compliance with
our traffic rules, especially at drop-off and
pick-up times? Why do we need such a
strict policy?

Regretfully, we still have a portion of our community
that, despite our best efforts, does not adhere to
our previously published parking and traffic rules,

The need for compliance is clear. While each
year has been better than the previous year, our
expectation and need is that 100% of our parents
and employees carefully observe our traffic and
parking rules. Therefore, starting with the
20052006 school year; the administration is
implementing a new “Four-Strikes Policy" to codify
clear consequences for violating important traffic
and parking rules. (See Tab 3, “Four-Strikes Policy.”)

Remember; our goal is not to punish anyone, but to
be the best possible neighbor Bentley School can
be.

Absolutely. Remember; every single car every day
counts, Be courteous. Obey the School's rules.
Try the bus or a carpool.
