In the R-36 zone, a conditional use permit for any Multifamily Dwelling Residential Facility or for more than two dwelling units on a
lot may only be granted upon determination that the proposal conforms to the general use permit criteria set forth in Section
17.134.050 and to the following additional use permit criteria:
