Supplemental Memorandum On Final Interviews and Selection of Candidates for One Seat on the Public Ethics Commission

Commission staff forgot to include in its agenda materials for the February 3, 2002, meeting, an update on the selection process for a new Commission member.

Commission candidate Patrick C. Campbell notified staff last week that he is withdrawing his name from nomination, citing personal reasons for his decision.  

Commission staff also spoke to Commission candidate Clyde Bruff regarding his absence from the interviews that were held at the January 6, 2003, meeting.  Mr. Bruff states he overlooked that portion of a letter from staff advising him of the Commission's intent to interview and select candidates that evening.  

Finally, Mayor Jerry Brown has submitted the nomination of Lily M. Kimura to the Oakland City Council for appointment to the Public Ethics Commission.  He is reportedly appointing her to the seat formerly held by Lisa Seitz, which term runs until January, 2005.  Ms. Kimura is an attorney in private practice in Oakland.  She is a former President of the Alameda County Bar Association and a regular lecturer on ethics in the legal profession.  Copies of her resume will be available at the February 3, 2003, meeting.
